My visit to a Masonic Lodge in Tennessee

Wor. Blaine A. Ellis

During the many years that | have been a
Mason | 6ve had the
lodges in oudistrict here in Central Maine. While
visiting relatives in Jasper, Tennessee this year |

was introduced to Brother Paul West, Secretary of

Olive Branch Lodge #297, F. & A. M. He provided
me with a history of the lodge that he had written
and he gave ma tour of the building. After hearing
rumors that the famous Sam Houston had once
spent the night in the building | was curious to
know more about this |
history. During our many visits with relatives in
Jasper over the years | haelver had the
opportunity to attend a lodge meeting there.

On Oct. 7, 1824 Olive Branch Lodge #53, F.
& A. M. was established in Jasper, Tn., just 11
years after the State Grand Lodge was organized.
Among the 38 charter members was Chief John
Ross ofthe Cherokee Nation. Chief Ross,"/8
Cherokee demitted from the lodge in 1827 as a
Master Mason in good standing. At that time the
Cherokee Nation was forced to relocate to
Oklahoma in the Trail of Tears March. He took his

oppor

od
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demit papers with him ahg with important papers of
the Cherokee Nation.

Construction of the current lodge building was
started in 1855 and was not completed until after the
Civil War in 1867. The building was constructed by a
slave named Alfred White who was a skilled briakdr
and carpenter. Alfred White, bought his freedom and
that of his family with his labor for constructing this
building and two houses near by. After Alfred White
became free he apparently found it difficult to provide
for his family and in 1862 signealbill of sale giving
himself and his family to a man named William S.
Griffith.

The unfinished building during the Civil War
was slated to become a school, it was used as a hospital
by both sides at various times. The brick walls were
inscribed withnames and writings of soldiers from both
the North and South. The Sam Houston Academy
ceased to be a school in 1922 and the Masonic Lodge
purchased the building in 1931 for $1000.00. At times
this building was used as a school, a Civil War hospital,
a caurt house and finally a Masonic Lodge.

Dwight Lemuel Taylor

One rainy afternoon in July, Wor. Master Richard
Penny and | visited with Bro. Dwight Taylor who is 99
years young. Dwight is our oldest living Brother of
Messalonskee Lodge. We swapped a few yarns and
stories over coffee and snhacks provided by our hostess
Ann Brooks. Dwight is well cared for and now lives with
close friends Bro. Colin Brooks and his wife Ann at their
home in Oakland.

Born in Madison, Me. on March 18, 1910 his
family moved to Oakland when he was 8 years old. His
father loaded their possessions onto a railroad car for the
move from Madison to Oakland. Dwight helped stack
their 8 cords of wood in the same railroad car. He
received the sum of $2.00 per week from the town for
being the janitor at the one room grammar school he
attended on the Middle Road. His 7th and 8th grade
classes were held at the Oakland High School building
on School St. His class was also the first to attend all
four years at the new William's High School building.

Dwight at the age of 33 joined the Army in 1943
during the WW 11 conflict. He was attached to the 3rd
Armored Division. He was proud of the fact that he was
in a picture when President Harry S. Truman and
General Dwight Eisenhower inspected the troops. He
said he had his picture taken with the President. After he
was discharged from the Army in 1945 he returned to his
home town of Oakland. He got a job in Michaud's
Grocery Store where he worked for two years as a meat
dut@r. Atk aSshor€tifne at the BFD wood products mill
he landed a job at the Cascade Woolen Mill and was a
supervisor for many years in the Finishing Dept.
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He married his sweetheart Charlene Scott at the
Methodist Church on Aug. 1st, 1943. It was his wife
Charlene who introduced him to the sport of horse
racing. They both became avid horse racing fans and
attended races with friends at the country fairs all over
the state. Dwight enjoyed working with horses and
eventually became involved in exercising and training
them. Well known over the years with the horse racing
crowd he made many lifelong friends.

Dwight was Commander of the local VFW and
received citations for his service by the State and
National VFW Commanders. With those awards he won
a trip to Washington, DC where he met with Sen.

He had
joined the Cascade Grange at the age of 14 and was a
member for over 80 years until it disbanded.

24 Chairs and 2 Spittoons
by Wor. Blaine Ellis

In reviewing the history of Messalonskee Lodge
#113 A.F. & AM. | found that in 1860 several members
of Waterville Lodge #33 petitioned to establish a lodge in
West Waterville, Me. which is now the town of Oakland,
Me. The Charter to establish Messalonskee Lodge was
granted in 1862 from the Grand Lodge of Maine. The
masons met in several different halls in town for a time.
In 1862 it was voted to furnish the lodge with the
following furniture. One hundred dollars was to be used
to purchase three tables, four oil lamps and a quart of oil,
twenty four chairs and four spittoons. Jewels and
Masonic clothing was also purchased with this money.
The lodge was lighted with electric lights in 1889.
Sometime before the turn of the century (1900) the lodge
began meeting in the Bank Building located on Main St.
in Oakland. It had a dining hall and a kitchen on the 2"
floor with the lodge hall on the 3™ floor. Our Lodge
facilities in the old bank building were not ideal. Our
lodge was located on the third floor, the 38 steps leading
from the street level were steep and it was a long and
difficult climb for many of our older members. Due to the
age of the building it was difficult to heat during the winter
months and was not always comfortable for our
meetings.

In the year of 1973 it was made known to us that
the Calvary Church of God, building on Oak St. was
going to be offered for sale. Upon meeting with church
officials the asking price for the building was going to be
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
